                                      Cat O’Sullivan 

 

http://www.smsonline.net.au/pages/membership-is-dead.html


 

 

 

Athletics New Zealand has recently connected with 

LiteClub, a completely free service that is funded 

predominantly by the government. The LiteClub Team 

visits sports clubs to help improve their efficiency with 

resources which in turn reduces their environmental 

footprint.   They change light bulbs, wrap hot water 

cylinders, insulate piping, insert water saving devices 

in taps and toilets and install sorting at source 

recycling bins. The end result saves the club money on 

their electricity, water and waste bills while lightening 

its load on the environment. 

LiteClub is led by ten top sportspeople including 

Michael Campbell, Conrad Smith, Marina 

Erakovic, Sarah Walker, Moss Burmester, the 

Evers-Swindells, Brendon McCullum, Barbara 

Kendall and national surfing champion Daniel 

Kereopa. Since 2008 they've been competing 

against each other to see who can reduce their 

environmental impact the most. Off the back of 

their leadership, LiteClub's mission is to inspire 

New Zealanders to be environmental champions, 

it's important because it means improving the 

lives of New Zealanders - by means of cleaner 

water, air, less waste to landfills, stretching 

scarce resources for future generations. You can 

see more at www.projectlitefoot.org 

Since LiteClub was launched in June 2011 they have 

visited 278 clubs around the North Island freeing up 

more than $1.3m for sport. They've changed over 

6,000 light bulbs, insulated ceilings, wrapped hot 

water cylinders and lagged pipes. They've installed 

water saving devices on taps and toilets that are 

saving nine million litres of water each year. So far for 

every $1 invested in LiteClub they're saving $2.57 for 

sport. 

At the moment LiteClub can visit clubs in the North 

Island with availability in the South Island                                                                                                                        

coming soon.  

So South Island clubs, still register your interest.

Once registered the LiteClub team will schedule a 

time to visit your club. A club visit takes 3 hours, but 

they only need 45 minutes of your time to take you 

through the details of the programme, the rest of the 

time is spent installing environmentally efficient 

products at no cost to your club which will instantly 

start saving your club money on its bills.  

After the initial meeting the LiteClub team can work 

independently and even lock up when they go (if 

necessary).  Let’s see if we can beat some of the other 

sporting codes involved.

Free Club Websites 

One of the benefits of the new IMG STG Member 

Management System (being used by clubs, 

centres and Athletics New Zealand to record all 

their members) is that clubs are offered a free 

website, which can be managed from a club’s 

Member Management Console.  

Club websites use a programme called SiteDesq 

2.0 and are relatively easy to set up for someone 

with a reasonable level of computer skills.  

A club needs: 

¶ A person to set up and maintain the 

website 

¶ A domain name (URL) to use for the 

website. There can be purchased easily 

online. Find an NZ Domain Name Provider  

¶ Some information that you want to put on 

a website about your club 

¶ An idea of how you would like the 

information set out - a rough “site map” 

Training: 

¶ The best way to get up to speed with 

creating a website for your club is to 

watch the Introductory Webinar provided 

by IMG STG 

¶ There are also very good instructions on 

the IMG STG HelpDesq  to assist in setting 

up and maintaining your club website 

It is not compulsory for clubs to use an IMG STG 

website. Our records indicate that around 70% of 

clubs currently have a website and many clubs 

will be happy to retain their current website.  

 However, if you are looking for a new club 

website, this offer is worth looking at. It offers a 

website that your club will have total control over 

with no third party advertising, a stable platform 

and with built-in training, and help desk features. 

 

To get started, have a look at the Introductory 

Webinar, log in to your Member Management
